In Paul’s letter to the Galatians, we are reminded 

that we are called to freedom.  But, what does 
freedom mean?  When you look up freedom in the 
dictionary, it talks about; free from constraints, 
unrestricted access, boldness of expression, political 
independence and freewill.  And then, there is 
freedom in Christ! 

Christ died so we might be freed from slavery to 
sin, to self-indulgence.  Freedom for the Christian, is 
the right to love ones neighbor more than one loves 
their self.  The ability to lay down your life for the 
other.  This is God’s understanding of freewill.  Do I 
freely choose to put the needs of others before my 
own needs?  Do I freely choose to love as Jesus 
loved? 

As a kid going to school, they always talked about 
our obligations as Canadians; to stand up for the 
rights of others, the obligation to help those less 
fortunate than ourselves.  I know I miss this.  Now we 
hear more about; my rights come first before the 
needs of others, or the needs of the community.  The 
dictionary seems to paint a picture of “my” freedom, 
where the gospel paints a picture of a freedom to love 
and care for the other. 

Mother Teresa wrote: “Prayer in action is love, 
and love in action is service.”  Try to give 
unconditionally whatever a person needs in the 
moment.  The point is to do something, however small, 
and show you care through your actions by giving your 
time.  Do not worry about why problems exist in the 
world – just respond to people’s needs.
