The Gospel today invites us to reflect on two things.
The simple thing is how gifted we are but the second is a
bit harder. What is the value you place on your gifts?

Eco-Stewardship - Trash or Treasure?:  The heavens are
telling the glory of God; and the firmament proclaims his
handiwork-psalm 19:1

charitable organisations that take donations, thrift stores,
friends, relatives, and rummage slaes, Freecycle is a
convenient internet resource for keeping usable items out of
the land fill.
