Pointing out faults
should never be about judgment; it should always be about
correction and becoming better people.

We are
God'’s children in need of God's help.

The beginning of every school year is the perfect example of
God’s work in the world; all these young minds, starting a new
adventure of change, new teachers, new classes, and new
studies.
